a) JJ Williams, Chief MFD – Officer Recommendations, Siren Panel Upgrades

JJ Williams, Mantorville FD Chief, gave the list of Officer Recommendation for 2012 and 2013.  The Personnel Committee will review this list and make a formal recommendation at the next City Council Meeting.    

JJ updated the Council on the upgrades that need to be done to the City Siren Panels.  They need to upgrade to the narrow band system to comply with the new radio system.  The upgrade needs to be done by the end of 2012.  The cost to do this will be around $600.
b) Resolution 2011-27 A RESOLUTION ACCEPTING A DONATION FOR THE MANTORVILLE FIRST RESPONDERS.

Dave Gilbertson spoke on behalf of the Mantorville First Responders.  Someone read the article that was in the paper about the grant that was received and the 20% matching portion that the City needs.  The Freedom Walk Organization donated $400 to the Mantorville First Responders to cover the 20% matching portion that the City needs to match the grant.  Dave wants to send a big thank you out to Jim and Mary Mullert and the organization. c) Approval and Award of bid for Bergmann Hills Storm Sewer Improvements

The City received 3 quotes for the Bergmann Hills Storm Sewer Improvement.  Swenke Company came in as the low bid at $49,830.00.  Motion made by Member Swanson, second by Member Bradford to approve the bids and award the project to Swenke Company.  Motion passed unanimously.  
d) Pay Request No. 2 – 2011 Storm Sewer Improvements

Motion made by Member Maxson, second by Member Swanson to approve Pay Request No. 2 for the 2011 Storm Sewer Improvements.  Motion passed unanimously.  
e) Pay Request No. 6 – Sanitary Sewer Extension Project Mantor Drive

Motion made by Member Blair, second by Member Maxson to approve Pay Request No. 6 for the Sanitary Sewer Extension Project to Mantor Drive.  Motion passed unanimously.  
f) Resolution 2011-24, A RESOLUTION INCREASING THE MONTHLY WATER AND SEWER RATES FOR 2012
Member Blair noted that the increase to the water per gallon rate isn’t at the 3%.  Cami will fix this and bring it back to the next meeting.

i) VFW Liquor License Annual Renewal

Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Maxson to approve the Annual renewal of the VFW Liquor License.  Motion passed unanimously.  
j) Franchise Fees for Gas and Electric

Mayor Nash asked to table this so they can review what Member Bradford has handed out.  Citizens were present and some discussion took place.  Council will table the discussion until the next meeting.    
k) 2012 Budget Proposal

Mayor Nash spoke about the 2012 budget proposal.  The proposal they have in front of them represents a 1% tax increase.  This budget reflects the loss in LGA dollars, all sub groups wish list and the study for the 7th Street water drainage and street repair project.  Were the City to be cut completely from LGA, it would have a good chance of being able to operate without it.  A lot of people/departments have kept a close eye on their spending and kept it to a minimum.  This has helped us to be where we are at today.

· Park Board – looking into pursuing a grant for reimbursement for emerald ash bore mitigation.  Took 8 Ash trees down and offered the fallen trees to the people of the community.  Discussing tree replacements and setbacks. Working on the new RV Park sign.  The haunted house went well and money raised is going towards the dog park fund.  The money collected on Sunday is going to the MRA.
