MANTORVILLE CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES
MONDAY OCTOBER 10, 2011
6:30 PM

1. Call to Order – Meeting called to order at 6:30 PM by Mayor Nash.

2. Pledge of Allegiance - Done

4. Consent Agenda – Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Swanson to approve the consent agenda as follows:

Motion passed unanimously.

7. Old Business/New Business

a) Resolution 2011-17 A RESOLUTION DECLARING A VACANCY ON THE CITY COUNCIL
Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Swanson to accept the letter of resignation from Council Member Sherry Roth.  Motion passed unanimously.  
Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Swanson approving Resolution 2011-17, A RESOLUTION DECLARING A VACANCY ON THE CITY COUNCIL.  Motion passed unanimously.  The City will advertize the open spot and accept applications that will be reviewed at the next Council Meeting.  Member Bradford noted to have an email sent to Sherry thanking her for her time on the Council.  
b) Mantorville First Responders Grant Approval/City Contribution – Dave Gilbertson
Dave Gilbertson, First Responder Captain, presented information to the Council on two grants the department was notified of receiving.  The first grant is a training grant for $1,325.  This grant does not require any matching funds and will be used for training of first responders.  

The second grant is an equipment grant that is received through dollars collected on seat belt violations.  The grant we will receive is for $2,000 and the City needs to spend 20% or $400.  It is for the purchase of First Responder Equipment.  The grant is only good until the end of December this year.  The First Responder budget doesn’t have enough left to cover the $400.  Mayor Nash suggested that Dave touch base with the other officers and see if they have room in their training budget for these expenses.  He doesn’t want to cut short next year’s budget to meet the needs for this year’s budget.  

c) Property Water Line Connections – Adam
Adam met with the Infrastructure Committee, Member Bradford and Member Maxson, regarding a water line connection issue on 8th Street.  A resident is requesting the City shut off the water to a property they own.  When we tried to do this, we found that there are two properties connected to the same line so to shut off one would shut off the other one too.  There were three proposals discussed and the Infrastructure Committee is making the recommendation to go with the third option discussed which would put two new shut offs in to be able to shut each property off separate.    

Member Bradford is recommending the third option as the cheaper option at a cost of $1,350.  Both property owners involved are in agreement with that option.  It is the consensus of the Council to move forward with that option.  
Adam asked the Council for clarity on line ownership.  It has always been the policy that the City owns from shut off to the main and that the home owner owns the shut off and the line that then connects to the house.  Mayor Nash feels that the City should own the curb stop and to the main.  After discussion it is the consensus of the Council that the City owns the curb stop to the main.  
d) Approval of Pay Request No. 1 - 2011 Storm Sewer Improvements
Motion made by Member Swanson, second by Member Bradford to approve Pay Request No 1 for the 2011 Storm Sewer Improvements.  Motion passed unanimously.  
Member Swanson would like to send them a thank you letter as the job looks real good and they cleaned up after themselves.

e) Resolution 2011-18 A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING ASSESSMENT OF CONNECTION FEES FOR THE MANTOR DRIVE PROJECT.
The City received petitions from property owners in the Mantor Drive Sewer Project area requesting to have their connection fee or balance of assessed to their property.  Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Mayor Nash approving Resolution 2011-18, A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING ASSESSMENT OF CONNECTION FEES FOR THE MANTOR DRIVE PROJECT.  Motion passed unanimously.  
f) Resolution 2011-20 A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING DEFERMENT OF CONNECTION TO THE CITY SEWER SYSTEM AND THE DEFERMENT OF THE CONNECTION FEE

One property in the Mantor Drive Sewer Extension project has submitted a septic system compliance form and has petitioned the City to waive the payment of the connection fee and the connection to City sewer.  Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Maxson to approve Resolution 2011-20, A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING DEFERMENT OF CONNECTION TO THE CITY SEWER SYSTEM AND THE DEFERMENT OF THE CONNECTION FEE.  Motion passed unanimously.  
g) Mantor Drive Delinquent and/or Non Compliant Properties

There are two properties in the Mantor Drive Sewer Project area that have not connected.  This makes them delinquent and non compliant.  Cami is requesting that the Council allow the connection fee for 302 Bluff Street to be assessed to the property but that we waive the City doing the actual connection at this time and allow the new property owner to make the connection once the property is sold.  It would be a requirement to have it done within 90 days of the closing date.  Council Members agree to the recommendation.

The second property, located at 310 Mantor Drive, has not connected.  City Ordinance allows the City to go in and make the connection if it is not done by the deadline.  The City has obtained two quotes for the work.  Cami would like the Council to make the recommendation to take the low quote for the connection and move forward with getting it done.  The connection fee and cost for the connection will then be assessed to the property.  Council Members agreed to move forward with the recommendation.

h) Resolution 2011-19 COOPERATIVE SNOW REMOVAL ON TRUNK HIGHWAY 57 WITH THE MINNESOTA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION

Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Maxson to approve Resolution 2011-19, COOPERATIVE SNOW REMOVAL ON TRUNK HIGHWAY 57 WITH THE MINNESOTA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION.  Motion passed unanimously.

a) Public Works Report – Adam reported on the following:
· 8 trees will be coming down in Riverside Park.  The Parks Boards plan is to take down 4 and replant 1 with a larger canopy.  The ones being removed are on the south side of the park along the river.  They will be coming down between the 13-17 of this month.  The trees will be cut down and taken to the brush dump.  People who want the wood will be able to go there between 8am – 4pm to cut up and take what they want.  
· Hydrant Flushing went well.

b) City Clerk Report – Cami reported on the following:
· KM Middle School kids are coming to town on the 18th to do some public service projects.  We have City properties, MRA and a couple private ones that will need help with fall clean up work.  This may be something they plan to do each year if it all works out well.  

· IT support – Cami presented two quotes she received.  She is recommending to go with Rog Nolte who will work through Fockler consulting.  Rog has worked on the City computers for years and pretty much set them up so she would feel it would be beneficial to go with him.  Council agreed that this is a decision that Cami should be able to make herself.  

· She will bring all her final findings on the Trailer Court to the next City Council Meeting.

· Chamber – Don reported that there is not too much going on now; they have fall festival and old fashioned Christmas to work on.  

· Fire Department – is waiting for a report from the City on the final budget; 3 new members were accepted and will be having orientation.
