New Business
1. Ann Tuma noted the resignation of Cresta Melcher from the Board after 12 years service.  
Action item:  Will Lambert will follow up with the city office to check with the city council re- a note/notice of appreciation.
2. Two vacancies currently exist on the park board.  Ann reports writing a letter to the editor (DCI) announcing the vacancies and encouraging interested citizens to apply at city hall.  
Action item:  Will Lambert will clarify w the city office to insure the vacancies are on the city website and channel.
3. The Park Board discussed strategies for remediation of Stussey Park drainage issues, both in the park proper and potential upstream interventions.  
Action Item:  Scott Larson will check with the city clerk as to whether we can get ad hoc input from the city engineer or whether we need approval of the city council to involve the engineer.
4. Ann Tuma noted that the park board request for funding for tree removal and replacement in 2015 was reduced from $8,000 to $4,000.  This will require prioritization of our activities.  Discussion items included the need to add additional bushes along the alley beside Stussey Park, a need to replace a small tree SW of the basketball court which has been killed, and assessment of which, if any, ash trees to remove/replace in Riverside Park and tree trimming, if required, related to the Bratlien tree removal request.  Discussion will continue at future meetings.
5. Scott Larson wondered if it might be possible install 2 more speed bumps in Stussey park to deter nonapproved traffic.  It was decided to not plow and to dump snow in this area during the winter so that it is not accessible during the winter.

6. Several parking areas have potholes and rutting which need filling.  The Board clarified that funding for this should be through the city maintenance dept.  
Old Business
1. Playground equipment at Mantor Field – Exact placement of playground equipment will depend on the decision by the joint-powers committee as to whether a football field will be needed at Mantor Field.  The Board confirmed that this continues to be the best location to relocate playground equipment from the former Kasson middle school.
Action item – Henry Blair will check with the city council to insure unused Park Board funds were carried over to 2015.
2. Dennison fence repair – Scott reports he and JJ have not met yet to address this issue.  The Joint-Powers council will meet prior to our next meeting and Scott will update the board on progress in February.
3. Mantor Field fence repair/replacement – pending

Action item – Ann Tuma will clarify with the city clerk as to whether damage to this fence might be covered by the city’s insurance policy.

4.  It was clarified that funds for trash cans and updating of lighting in the Riverside Park pavilions should be taken from city maintenance funds.
