MANTORVILLE CITY COUNCIL SPECIAL MEETING MINUTES
WEDNESDAY, NOVEMBER 9, 2011

6:30 PM

1. Call to Order – Mayor Nash called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM.
Members Present: Luke Nash, Chuck Bradford, Don Swanson, Jim Maxson and Henry Blair

Others Present: Jean and Jack Ruport, Karen Khavari and Cami Reber.
2. Pledge of Allegiance - Done
3. Old Business/New Business

a) CUP Request – Jack Ruport
This is a continuation from a previous meeting.  Jack Ruport is requesting a Conditional Use Permit to do auto reconditioning work in the accessory structure on his lot.  The City held the public hearing on August 8, 2011.  The Council had given Jack a list of items they wanted to see before they made a decision.  Jack had requested and received a 60 day extension of time in order to gather this information.

Mayor Nash reviewed the information that was presented.  He asked the Ruports if there was any additional information they wanted to provide.  They did not.  
Karen Khavari presented her concerns to the Council about allowing this.  She feels it does not meet the City Code standards and is not a use allowable in the zoning district.  She wants the Council to deny it for the health of the others in the neighborhood.  She spoke of several things that she feels should be considered by the Council.  She is concerned with the storage of the materials and the hazard that they pose.
Mayor Nash noted that the Ruport’s provided all of the information that was requested.  After a review of the information and discussion, a motion was made by Member Bradford, second by Member Maxson to approve Resolution 2011-11, A RESOLUTION APPROVING AN APPLICATION FOR A CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT.  Mayor Nash asked for a friendly amendment to add the following conditions; 

1.  The Storage of chemicals and paint to be some place separate from the work area 
and kept locked.  


2.  Physically define and mark the area that the work will be done in and post a sign 
stating such.  This is limited to the 14’x23’ area shown on the diagram on file.  

3.  One other adult must be present when working with chemicals.  Present meaning in 
the building

4.  Daylight operation only (official sunup to sundown).

5.  Insurance notification to the City showing that they have coverage for the business on  
the property.

6.  A document, in writing, showing how you are disposing of the paint chemicals.

7.  Post a No Smoking Sign that will be effective for the whole building.

Council Members approved the friendly amendment.  Motion passed unanimously.
Mayor Nash noted that all of the conditions need to be implemented before they can begin.  
Karen Khavari stated that it seems to her that the Council did not pay any attention to any of the information and criteria that is listed in the Code of Ordinances.  Member Blair addressed each of the criteria as it is listed in the Code as it relates to the request.  He finds that all of them are being met.  She stated she is referring more to the comprehensive plan and also to the conditional uses in the transitional district.  “Conditional uses in a transitional district shall be any permitted use in an adjoining district that would include a conditional use in an adjoining district”.  She stated there is none.  Cami clarified and said that this is being considered as a home business which is a conditional use in the R-1 district.  Karen is also concerned about the value of the properties there and that no consideration is being given to the neighborhood.  Mayor Nash noted that everything was considered as the Council reviewed the information.          
4. Adjourn – Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Maxson to adjourn at 7:01 pm.  Motion passed unanimously.
